5.   Ju-Jitsu gi and protectors 

All competitors must have and use Ju-Jitsu Gi according with the JJIF rules for official 

competitions. Participants must bring their Ju-Jitsu Gi to accreditation in order to SHOW 

the competition JJEU logo is on the back of the competition JiuJitsu Gi. We will NOT 

provide a Back patch form event or JJEU. You are responsible yourself.  

Soft hand and foot protections, belts in proper color, mouthpiece and jockstrap are 
strongly recommended; chest protectors for female competitors are strongly 
recommended. All European Championship Athletes MUST have a JJEU Backnumber, it’s 
NOT allowed to participate without. 

 

6.   Referees : 

Each country should provide minimum 1 referee for up to 10 participants, 2 for up to 20 

participants and 3 for more than 21 participants. A fee of € 800,00 will be charged for 

not having the right number of referees and be collected by the JJEU organizing 

federation on the spot (conditioned for participation before the draw). This rule doesn’t 

apply to new members during the first 3 years.  

Referees must attend the briefing meeting on Thursday (24th October 2019)         

afternoon and be available as referee until the last fight on Sunday (27th October 2019) 

afternoon. Not complying with these obligations will result in the above mentioned fee 

for the respective referees and their National Federations 

Neither the organizing committee nor the JJIF/JJEU will be responsible for not respecting 

this obligation.
